Consent for use and development of coastal Crown land

Consent to the proposed use and development pursuant to Section 40 of the Coastal Management Act 1995 subject to the following conditions: 
1. 
Detailed design plans must be submitted to and approved by The Department of Sustainability and Environment (DSE) prior to any works being undertaken, showing the following: 

a. 
Detailed design of the proposed toilet block in accordance with 3.2.5 of the Siting and Design Guidelines, 1998; and

b. 
Dimensions, construction materials and colours of all proposed infrastructure in accordance with 3.2.4 of the Siting and Design Guidelines, 1998.

2. 
All aspects of the masterplan must be implemented once condition 1 has been met, including landscaping and bike/pedestrian path works.

3. 
The active recreation zone must not be used for skating competitions. There must not be temporary skating infrastructure or seating placed on site to allow for skating events or skating competitions.

4. 
Any modification to the works proposed will require further approval by the Manager, Environmental Planning, Public Land Services, DSE.

5. 
Lighting location and design must be kept to the minimum necessary for safety and security and must not include 'sports level' lighting.

6. 
All planting of vegetation within the Crown Land Reserve must utilise locally sourced indigenous species.

7.
 The proposed works must be carried out in accordance with EPA Publication No. 275 Construction Techniques for Sediment Pollution Control (May 1991). 
8. 
Construction equipment, building materials, refuse and site run-off must be contained and controlled and not permitted to impact on the beach or enter the bay.

9. 
All works must be completed and maintained to the satisfaction if Port Phillip City Council.

10. The site must be left in a clean and tidy condition after completion of works to the satisfaction of Port Phillip City Council.

11. This consent will expire if works are not completed within two years of the date of issue, unless an extension of time is applied for and granted by the Manager, Environmental Planning, Public Land Services, DSE.
